Born into wealth and power, Gregory was for a time the chief administrator of the city of Rome. 

Giving this up for a life in the church, he was elected pope in 590. 

He influenced public worship through the establishment of a lectionary and prayers 

to correlate with the readings. Gregorian chant is named in his honor.

Part manifesto, part confession, and all love letter, Dear Church offers a bold new vision for the future of the ELCA and the rest of mainline Protestant Christianity and calls everyone – leaders and laity alike – to the front lines of the church’s renewal through racial uality and justice.
